AIR EMISSION FACILITY PERMIT

NOTICE IS HEREBYGIVEN, that the Commissioner of the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency (MPCA)
proposes to issue Air Emission Permit No. 16300003-020, to Northern Tier Energy lLC for their facility
located at 301 Saint Paul Park Road, St. Paul Park, Washington County, Minnesota.

The permit action is for operation of the facility. The pe'rmit action is reissuance of the Part 70 Operating
Permit; therefore, the draft/proposed permit has been placed on public notice. The MPCA is seeking the
U.S. Environmental Protection Agency's (EPA) concurrent review of this draft/proposed permit and the
EPA45-day review period will begin with the 30-day public review period.

The changes allowed with this permit reissuance thatwere not permitted before based on permit
applications received includes a major amendment to install and operate fugitive emission components
under New Source Performance Standards (NSPS),40 CFRpt. 60, subps. GGGa and QQQ, a moderate
permit amendment to address physical changes related to the installation of an emergency diesel
engine and associated pump to enhance the deluge system for the HF alkylation unit, a minor
amendment to increase the flashpoint of slurry produced by the fluidized catalytic c'racking (FCC)
regenerator, a major amendment to incorporate the 2001Consent Decree requirements as amended, a .
minor amendment for construction of a replacement heater for 8-B-1 heater (EU 094), an administrative J

amendment for a 120 day performance test extension for the light oil rack vapor recovery system
(EU 063), an administrative amendment to remove Particulate Matter (PM) performance test
requirements for the FCC generator and hydrogen sulfide (HzS) limits and monitoring requirements for
the Wastewater Treatment Plant, an administrative amendment for a 120 day performance test
extension for 16-B-4 boiler (EU 020) and mandatory reopenings to address new limits based on

performance tests for several heaters. Additionally, new regulatory requirements that have been
established through promulgation of new and modified regulations have been incorporated as needed.
Finally, various existing permit terms have been clarified or corrected in this permit.

The preliminary determination to issue the air emission permit is tentative. There are four formal
procedures for public participation in the MPCA's consideration of the permit application. Interested
per~ons may (1) submit written comments on the draft/proposed permit; (2) request that the MPCA
hold a public information meeting; (3) request the MPCA hold a contested case hearing; and/or (4)
submit a petition to the Commissioner requesting that the MPCA Citizens' Board (Board) consider the
permit matter.



The decision whether to issue the permit and, if so, under what terrrls,~i11 be presented to the Board
for decision if: (1) the Commissioner grants the petition requesting the matter be presented to the
Board; (2) an Board member requests to. hear the matt~r prior to th~ ti~e the Commissioner makes a
final decision on the permit; or (3) a request for a contested case hearing is pending. Otherwise, the
Commissioner will make the decision.

Persons who submit comments or petitions to the MPCA must state (1) their interest in the permit
application or the draft permit; (2) the action they wish the MPCA to take, including specific references
to the section of the draft permit they believe should be changed; and (3) the reasons supporting their
position, stated with sufficient specificity as to allow the MPCA to investigate the merits of the position.

As described in Minn. R. 7000.1800, persons who submit requests for a contested case hearing must
also state the issues they propose to address in a contested case hearing, the specific relief requested or
resolution of the matter, and the reasons (which may be in the form of proposed findings) supporting an
MPCA decision to hold a contested case hearing. Failure to comply with these rules exactly may result in
a denial of the request. The decision whether to hold a contested case hearing will be made under Minn.
R. 7000.19QO. Most public libraries throughout the state have copies of the current Minnesota Rules.
They are also available on the Internet at www.revisor.leg.state.mn.us.

The public comment period commences February 22, 2013, and terminates March 25, 2013. Comments
must be received in writing at the MPCA by 4:30 p.m. on March 25, 2013. Evidence of timely receipt "
includes a date/time stamp imprinted on the first page of the written comments by the first floor
information and reception area of the MPCA or by the Industrial Division support staff, or receipt by fax.
