WEB NOTICE ON DRAFT/PROPOSED

AIR EMISSION FACILITY PERMIT

NOTICE IS HEREBYGIVEN, that the Commissioner of the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency (MPCA)

proposes to issue Air Emission Permit No. 06900025-004, to PICO Northstar Hallock LLCfor their facility,

Northstar Agri Industries - Hallock (Northstar), located at 2100 US Highway 75, Kennedy, Kittson County,

Minnesota.

The permit action is fbr reissuance of a Part 70 total facility operating permit, which incorporates a

major amendment fo~ modification and operation of the facility. Therefore, the draft/proposed permit

has been placed on p~blic notice. The MPCA is seeking the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency's

(EPA) concurrent revi~w of this draft/proposed permit and the EPA45-day review period will begin with .

the 30-day public revikw period.

PICONorthstar Hallock, LLCis planning to expand its canola oil processing facility, Northstar Agri
I

Industries - Hallock (Northstar) from a 1,000 ton/day to a 2,000 ton/day oilseed extraction plant. .

Emissions from the fability include PM, PM10, PM2.5, NOx, 502, CO, VOC, methanol, n-hexane and other
I .

hazardous air pollutants (HAPs), and greenhouse (GHG) gas emissions. PM/PM10/PM2.5 emissions

from the facility will b1econtrolled by applying baghouses and cyclones. Mineral oil scrubbing and good
I

solvent recovery practices will be applied to control VOC and HAP emissions. The facility conducted a
• I

facility-wide Best Available Control Technology (BACT) analysis for PM, PM10, PM2.5, NOx, CO and 'VOe.

They also conducted a refined source-wide air dispersion modeling analysis for PM10, PM2.5 and NOx.

The facility is authorized to install and operate additional processing equipment including cyclones,

boilers, a can pass system, and additional seed-handling equipment.

The Prevention of Significant De,terioration (PSD) rules allow facilities to construct emission units, but

restricts the amount of additional pollution an area can receive. It does this by imposing "PSD increments,"

or limits on the concentration of air pollution since a ~ertain date. The increments, for this permit action;

~pply ~o PMlO, PM2.5, and NO., are the maximum allowable increases in ambient air concentrations of

pollutants. Northstar examined the impacts of its emissions on the PSDClass II Increments for the area

within 50 kilometers (km; 31 miles) of the facility.

The Permittee has not submitted a pollution prevention progress report pursuant to Minn. Stat.

~ 115D.08. They will be required to do so July 1, 2013.

The preliminary determination to issue the air emission permit is tentative. There are four formal

procedures for public participation in the MPCA's consideration of the permit application. Interested

persons may (1) submit written comments on the draft/proposed permit; (2) request that the MPCA

hold a public information meet,ing; (3) request the MPCA hold a contested case hearing; and/or (4)

submit a petition to the Commissioner requesting that the MPCA Citizens' Board (Board) consider the

permit matter.

The decision whether to issue the permit and, if so, under what terms, will be presented to the Board

for decision if: (1) the Commissioner grants the petition requesting the matter be presented to the.

Board; (2) an Board member requests to hear the matter prior to the time the Commissioner makes a

final decision on the permit; or (3) a request for a contested case hearing is pending. Otherwise, the

Commissioner will make t!'le decision.

Persons who submit comments or petitions to the MPCA must state (1) their interest in the permit

application or the draft permit; (2) the action they wish the MPCA to take, including specific references

to the section of the draft permit they believe should be changed; and (3) the reasons supporting their

position, stated with sufficient specificity as to allow the MPCA to investigate the merits of the position.

As described in Minn. R. 7000.1800, persons who submit requests for a contested case hearing must

also state the issues they propose to address in a contested case hearing, the specific relief requested or

resolution of the matter, and the reasons (which may be in the form of proposed findings) supporting an

MPCA decision to hold a contested case hearing. Failure to comply with these rules exactly may result in

a denial of the request. The decision whether to hold a contested case hearing will be made under Minn.

R. 7000.1900. Most public libraries throughout the state have copies of the current Minnesota Rules.

The public comment period commences June 6, 2013, and terminates July 5, 2013. Comments

must be received in writing at the MPCA by 4:30 p.m. on July 5;., 2013. Evidence of timely receipt

includes a date/time stamp imprinted on the first page of the written comments by the first floor

information and reception area of the MPCA or by the Industrial Division support staff, or receipt by fax.
