The emission units, control equipment and emission stacks at the stationary source authorized in this
permit amendment are as described in the Permit Applications Table.

This permit amendment supersedes Air Emission Permit No. 03900028-011, and authorizes the
Permittee to operate and construct the stationary source at the address listed above unless otherwise
noted in Table A. The Permittee must comply with all the conditions of the permit. Any.changes or
modifications to the stationary source must be performed in compliance with Minn. R. 7007.1150 to
7007.1500. Terms used in the permit are as defined in the state air pollution control rules unless the
term is explicitly defined in the permit.

Unless otherwise indicated, all the Minnesota rules cited as the origin of the permit terms are
incorporated into the 51Punder 40 CFR9 52.1220, and as such as are enforceable by U.5. Environmental
Protection Agency (EPA) Administrator or citizens under the Clean Air Act.

PERMIT SHIELD:

Subject to the limitations in Minn. R. 7007.1800, compliance with the conditions of this permit shall be
deemed compliance with the specific provision of the applicable requirement identified in the permit as
the basis of each condition. Subject to the limitations of Minn. R. 7007.1800 and 7017.0100, subp. 2,
notwithstanding the conditions of this permit specifying compliance practices for applicable
requirements, any person (including the Permittee) may also use other credible evidence to establish
compliance or noncompliance with applicable requirements.



FACILITY DESCRIPTION:

AI-Corn Clean Fuel is a fuel grade dry-mill ethanol plant located approximately one half mile west of
Claremont, Minnesota, on Highway 14. The plant, as initially designed, used four million bushels of corn
per year to produce ten million gallons of fuel grade ethanol. The facility currently has a permitted
production capacity of 50 million-gallon-per-year (MMGal/yr) of undenatured ethanol. A by-product of
the ethanol process is Dry Distillers Grain with Soluables (DDGS) which is used as livestock feed.

The facility accepted limits on the amounts of particulate matter and volatile organic compounds that
could be emitted to the atmosphere, so that it is classified as a non-major source under both the Part
70 program (40 CFR9 70.2) and the federal New Source Review program (40 CFR9 52.21). The facility
is currently limited (in permit action 011) to a production capacity of 50 MMGal/year of undenatured
ethanol and a throughput capacity of 518,000 tons/year of grain and 175,000 tons/year of DDGS.

Moved baghouse requirements to a separate page for each baghouse and updated;
Moved scrubbe~ requirements to a separate page for each scrubber;
Added PM10 limits for SV001, SV002, and SV021;
Deleted references to construction/ installation authorized by permit action 010 since this is complete
or canceled;
Test trigger date update;
Added SV021, grain receiving baghouse stack, to permit-this is an existing emission unit not previously
listed in the permit;
Added requirements of 40 CFRPart 63, Subpart ZZZZfor internal combustion engines;
Removed CE003 since this has been replaced with CE010;
Removed SV007 since these emissions now vent through the TO-HRSG, CEOll, SV012.

PERMIT ACTION 011

Four existing fermenters are retired in this permit action, EU009, EUOlO, EUOll, and EU012, and a new
fermenter (EU 067) has been added. There has also been some test dates, water flow rates for the
scrubbers and a new temperature for the Thermal Oxidizer added based on stack test results.
