Instructions for Nonmetallic Mineral Processing General Permit Application
Minnesota rules and federal rules and regulations require facilities that emit pollutants into the air to obtain air emission permits. Minnesota has been granted authority by the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) to enforce the federal requirements. If you are required to obtain a permit, the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency (MPCA) will issue you one permit which will cover both state and federal requirements. The following steps guide you through Minnesota's air emission permit application process. Please call the MPCA at 651-296-6300 or 800-657-3864 if you have any questions concerning your air emission permit application.

Step 1:  Decide whether or not you need an air emission permit.
You need an air emission permit to construct, modify, reconstruct or operate any facility in Minnesota that has the "potential" to emit a pollutant to the air in an amount greater than or equal to the following:

	Carbon Monoxide
	100 tons per year

	PM10*
	25 tons per year

	Particulate Matter
	100 tons per year

	Volatile Organic Compounds
	100 tons per year

	Nitrogen Oxides
	100 tons per year

	Sulfur Dioxide
	50 tons per year

	Lead
	0.5 tons per year

	Any single Hazardous Air Pollutant (HAP)**
	10 tons per year

	All Hazardous Air Pollutants combined
	25 tons per year

Potential-to-emit (defined in Minn. R. 7005.0100, subp. 35a) is calculated assuming that your equipment is running at maximum capacity while operating at the maximum hours of operation under its physical and operational design. If you think you may need an air emission permit, you should complete an air emission application.

Step 2:  Get the forms you need.
You must make sure that you have all of the forms necessary to fill out an application for your facility. To do this, refer to the Application Forms List. 
Step 3:  Fill out the forms and any additional information required.
The forms may be filled out in any order, but following the steps below may make the process easier. Please do not send any instructions pages back with your submittal unless they are on the back of a form. If a question or box does not apply to you, fill in "Not Applicable" or "NA".

1. Complete the NM-00 Qualifications Review Checklist form. This form determines whether you qualify for the General Permit. If you qualify for the General Permit, continue with the rest of the forms.
2. Within the NM-00 form, you will be asked to complete the NM-06 Compliance Certification. If applicable, complete the NM-EN Stationary Internal Combustion Engine Fuel Use form.
3. Complete the NM-EQ Equipment Description and Notification form. This is a master list of all equipment at all of your sites.
4. Complete the NM-02 Facility Information form.
5. Complete the NM-05 Insignificant Activities List form. Follow the directions and use the table to determine which insignificant activities are required to be listed in the application.
6. Complete the NM-RE Location Notification form. Use one form for each site; duplicate form as needed.

7. Complete the submittal cover page of the application (SCP-01). You are applying for a State General Permit. If you check that the application contains material which is claimed to be confidential under Minn. Statutes, you must complete the Confidentiality Certification portion of this form 

Step 4:  Submit two copies of your application to the MPCA.

The MPCA will send back a letter or postcard indicating the date that your application was received. The MPCA will then determine whether your application is "administratively complete." If the MPCA finds that there is a significant amount of information missing from the application, the application may be returned to you. The application will then be reviewed for technical completeness, and if it is found to be incomplete, it may be returned to you or you may be asked to supply more information. The MPCA has 60 days to complete the review process before any permit issuance timelines begin, but can request additional information after the 60 day review period if needed. If 60 days elapse before your application is reviewed, it is automatically deemed “complete,” but the MPCA may still ask for additional information at a later date.
