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ABOVEGROUND STORAGE TANK PROGRAM

PETITION FOR ALTERNATIVE DESIGN OR OPERATING PRACTICE

Pursuant to Minn. Stat. § 115.03 and Minn. R. 7151.9400, an owner or operator of an aboveground storage tank (AST) may submit a petition to the Commissioner for approval to use an alternative design or operating practice in lieu of one or more requirements of Minn. R. ch. 7151.  The petitioner must demonstrate that the alternative design or operating practice, together with location characteristics, will prevent migration of stored substances into surface water and groundwater as effectively as the requirements of Minn. R. ch. 7151, and will not endanger human health or the environment.

· Answer questions using information that is currently available.  Where an answer to a question is unknown, or would require further testing or assessment, indicate “Unknown.”

· Use additional pages and include documentation as necessary.  An electronic version of this application is available.

IV.  Facility Characteristics
1.  Identify the nature, toxicity, viscosity and quantity of substances in all ASTs for which the proposed alternative is sought.  

     
2.  Describe the hydrogeologic setting of the facility, including type of soils present beneath the ASTs, depth to
 groundwater, depth to bedrock, and distance to nearest surface water. 

     
3.  Identify any other factors necessary to determine equivalent protection.  

     
Petition must be signed by the owner or operator of the tank, or by the owner’s or operator’s authorized company representative who is a member of company management.
