Effluent data information (page 1)
SIU name and SIU number – These are provided according to our records. If only the significant industrial user (SIU) name has changed, change it on this form. If an SIU listed is no longer present or no longer significant indicate this and the reason they are no longer an SIU. This can be listed anywhere in the row following the SIU name and number. If you have an SIU not listed here you must submit a notification of SIU form, and list the new SIU here.
Pollutants that exceeded limits – List all the pollutants which exceeded local limits. Use the same pollutant parameter names and units that are used for the SIU monitoring form.
Frequency of violations – Using the categories listed, indicate how often the SIU listed exceeded limits for the pollutant which most frequently exceeded limits. Circle the highest frequency of violation. The categories are: no violations, some violations but less than 1/3 of all samples exceeded limits (<1/3), between 1/3 and 2/3 of samples exceeded limits (1/3 to 2/3), and more than 2/3 of samples exceeded limits (over 2/3).
Severity of violations – Using the categories listed, indicate by what percent the SIU maximally exceeded limits for the pollutant which most severely exceeded limits. Circle the most severe violation. The categories are: no violations, at least one violation but all exceeded the limits by less than 40% (<40% over limit), and one or more samples exceeded limits by at least 40% (>40% over limit).
Response to violation – Using the categories listed, indicate how the Publicly owned treatment works (POTW) responded to the violation. The categories are: no action, informal verbal action taken (informal – verbal), informal written action taken (informal – written), surcharge or fine assessed, (surcharge/fine), formal enforcement action taken without monetary penalty (formal w/o penalty), formal enforcement action taken with monetary penalty (formal w/ penalty). Circle all types of action taken. More than one can be selected (i.e., formal without penalty and surcharges). The Minnesota Pollution Control Agency considers a formal enforcement action to be an action that is written, explicitly alleges a violation of limits or requirements, and requires the SIU to take corrective action.
Return to compliance – Indicate whether the SIU has returned to consistent compliance for all limit exceedances. If the SIU continues to exceed local limits do not check the “yes” box.

SIU name and SIU number – See above.
Number of inspections – Indicate how many times the POTW has inspected* the SIU during the reporting year. 
*Note – simply checking the sampler(s) or flow meter does not constitute an inspection.
Summary of the inspection – Indicate what was inspected.
Summary of the noncompliance? Indicate if noncompliance was determined as the result of the inspection. Clearly identify the noncompliance. (e.g., “late submittal of annual report” or “failure to notify the POTW of a sludge discharge”).
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
